Above average growth of BLECHEXPO 2007
Great acceptance of the new trade fair venue Stuttgart – practice-oriented combination of 8th BLECHEXPO and 1st SCHWEISSTEC can announce explosive demand for exhibition space  

It’s not just the power-package for economical sheet metal production – the 8th BLECHEXPO and 1st SCHWEISSTEC trade fair union – that keeps making a splash, but the choice of the new trade fair venue Stuttgart also seems to bear fruit! This will give a new dimension to what used to be a national trade event and is nowadays without question the international trade platform for sheet metal production as well as for joining and adhesive technologies, without losing manageability.

Not least the growing number of foreign exhibitors and the increasing success, measurable in “booked square metres”, are good indicators that Trade Fair Operator Paul E. Schall’s decision to transfer his trade-fair portfolio from Sinsheim to Stuttgart was and is absolutely spot-on and trend-setting.
