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Press Release from P. E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG
regarding: 9th BLECHexpo and 2nd SCHWEISStec at the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre
The Rock of Gibraltar: BLECHexpo and SCHWEISStec 2009
Currently with already more than 160 exhibitors from 25 countries, the 9th BLECHexpo and 2nd SCHWEISStec are shaping up even better than expected, and are defying the economic slump.
After announcing that more than 700 exhibitor bookings had already been received in the last press release for the 9th BLECHexpo international trade fair for sheet metal processing and the 2nd SCHWEISStec international trade fair for joining technology issued in June of 22009, the upward trend has risen to an even greater extent. As announced by BLECHexpo/SCHWEISSTec project manager Monika Frank, 760 bookings have currently been registered – 690 for BLECHexpo and 70 for SCHWEISStec. In addition to this unusually high number of registrations for such an early point in time, the fact must also be stressed that the participants come from 25 different countries, and that BLECHexpo and SCHWEISStec have thus earned the designation “international trade fair”.
Already More than 760 Exhibitors
In addition to this, according to Monika Frank, booking are being steadily received from new exhibitors, such that occupied floor space at this time – four months before the event opens its doors – has already exceeded the levels achieved for BLECHexpo and SCHWEISStec in the year 2007. And thus halls 1, 3 and 5, as well as 4, 6 and 8, are currently earmarked, in order to be able to provide exhibitors from near and far with the best possible booth locations. The numerous visitors from all over the world will benefit from this as well, thanks to requirements oriented planning which will allow them to tour the trade fair halls smoothly and comfortably.
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Floor Space Figures for 2007 Exceeded Already
The SCHWEISStec international trade fair for joining technology is evolving in a less turbulent fashion, which will be held for the second time in 2009 and will have to deal with a competing event this time around which only takes place once every four years. With this in mind, private trade fair promoters P.E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG are nevertheless very satisfied in this respect: More than 60% of the exhibitors from the last event have already registered, and interest from outside of Germany is strong in this areas as well, which is made plainly apparent by the list of participants from seven countries. The 2nd SCHWEISStec will be located right in the middle of the action at the 9th BLECHexpo, namely in hall 5.

Synergy Effects Guaranteed: BLECHexpo and SCHWEISStec
In this way, positioning of the SCHWEISStec as a synergetic, complementary trade fair for BLECHexpo will be stressed. After all, in actual practice the two process sequences for sheet metal processing and joining merge seamlessly, so that customers and users will be able to examine the entire process sequence for the production of assemblies, parts and profiles made of sheet metal. The two exhibitor forums, for BLECHexpo in hall 6 and for SCHWEISStec in hall 5, will also be presented in this spirit. They’ll provide exhibitors with the opportunity of introducing their companies, as well as their detail and system solutions, in greater depth to customers, as well as other interested parties who may well become customers as a result.

The Schall Group of Companies
The Schall group organises a total of 26 national and international exhibitions at its own, and at external venues both inside and outside of Germany. Six of these are public exhibitions, for example “Faszination Modellbau”. The other 20 events are technical trade fairs which cover important industry sectors. Motek (handling technology), Optatec (optical technologies) and Car & Sound (mobile electronics) are worldwide, leading technical trade fairs. Fakuma (plastics processing) and Blechexpo (sheet metal processing) are each considered the number two events in their respective industries, and Control (quality assurance) is considered number one around the globe. At the events which take place in Germany, 12 to 20% of the visitors come from foreign countries. Alone in Stuttgart, Schall’s Motek, Control and Blechexpo trade fairs occupied at total of more than 1,900,000 square feet of floor space in 2007 (this corresponds to 19 fully occupied pavilions) thus making a considerable contribution to utilisation of the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre. On the twelve days during which these events were held, representatives from roughly 3000 exhibiting companies, as well as approximately 80,000 visitors came to Stuttgart – a significant push for the local economy, service providers, hotels and restaurants. In the meantime, the trade fair concepts for Motek and Control have also been adopted in France, Italy, Austria, Sweden, China and India. Depending upon which events take place in each respective year, the Schall group generates an annual turnover of about €28 million with roughly 50 employees.
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
