A Full-House for the Anniversary Event: 10th BLECHexpo
The 10th BLECHexpo and the 3rd SCHWEISStec in June 2011 are already booked out entirely; eight exhibition halls with more than 800,000 overall square feet of floor space will be occupied; SCHWEISStec with exhibitor boom
As announced already, the two complementary trade fairs, BLECHexpo and SCHWEISStec, will be held in 2011 from the 6th through the 9th of June. The exhibition halls made available for the year 2011, namely 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 with an overall capacity of just under 800,000 square feet, are already almost entirely booked out. Due to the fact that another event (Deutsche Kinder- und Jugend- Hilfstage) will be held at the same time in halls 1 and 2 this year, which will thus be unavailable, some of the exhibitors who want large booths have had to be put on a waiting list. Trade fair promoters P. E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG deeply regret this situation, but don’t see any alternative at the moment because the 10th BLECHexpo and the 3rd SCHWEISStec, to be held in June 2011, have finally returned to their “normal” schedule as demanded by the exhibitor advisory board.
Project manager Monika Potthoff and her team have already begun floor space allocation for all of the exhibition halls, so there’s still hope for those on the waiting list that they’ll be able to participate after all at the 10th BLECHexpo international trade fair for sheet metal processing or the 3rd SCHWEISStec international trade fair for joining technology. SCHWEISStec has turned out to be quite phenomenal, as the great expectations and lofty predictions regarding development of this complementary technical event have already long since been exceeded, and hall 6 with 105,000 square feet will be dedicated entirely to welding, cutting and joining technology for the first time. This expressly confirms SCHWEISStec’s process sequence concept and its nomenclature, which verifiably result in beneficial synergy effects for expert visitors as well. In order to firm these up and further expand upon them, the nomenclature for BLECHexpo and SCHWEISStec have been supplemented to include cleaning for sheet metal parts and metal parts, as well as hybrid technology.
Consequently, trade fair promoter P. E. Schall and the exhibitor advisory board are keeping up with technological advances on the one hand, and on the other hand the requirements of exhibitors and visitors alike are being fulfilled.
